Is the lesson procedure specific enough for any teacher to replicate the lesson(s)? 
Legacy is a process, not a particular product. The class of 2009 chose a sign and benches based on a survey of E.A.G.L.E. students developed, conducted, and analyzed by the seniors themselves.

Legacy as service learning:  using math and art skills to meet needs in the school community

Legacy as active citizenship – ties in with senior project

The process for designing a community art work has been replicated already at E.A.G.L.E.  The first project was a mural completed in 2004 – 5.   A second project was a trilingual welcome sign in the school office based on petroglyphs and pictographs.

Legacy

Proposal for 2009 – 2010

· Based on our experience, we believe Legacy could be a weekly lab class or a daily 45 -55 minute classes. There are advantages with each schedule.

· Legacy should be offered early during the senior year.   

· During 2008 - 2009, the class was offered 5th and 6th grading periods. 

·  The timing was confusing for students. They had established a pattern of independent work during the T.A.L.O.N.S. lab and seemed to feel that Legacy was a disruption.   We needed to repeatedly reinforce how Legacy helped them fill holes in their credit profiles, and students were gracious in working through this confusion.

· The 5th and 6th grading period was not timely for a Math COE.

· The timing conflicted with the WASL, with many seniors having to miss class sessions to take the test.  This was especially difficult at the end of the sixth grading period.
· This year Legacy was compressed from a proposed all day lab over three grading periods (the original plan) to a half day lab over two grading periods.

· This led to some short cuts, especially in terms of student involvement in all aspects of the program.  For example, students were not directly involved in planning and carrying through with the celebration.  

· We did not offer the option to complete visual arts CBPA.

· We did not offer the option to complete a math COE (moot point?)

· Depth of skill building / practice in math and art limited. There were many guided discussions but opportunities for practice and refinement were limited.

· Began framework  for citizenship / civics essay,  Math WASL ate into writing time

SO….

· T.A.L.O.N.S.  Class and / or lab all year?
· Meets 3B – or after lunch – catches anyone at skills center / almost anyone with a short schedule

· Orientation T.A.L.O.N.S.    GP 1 and 2?  Credit profiles,  surveys, trips,  what  can be reinforced in Nav 101 advisory
· Legacy   GP 3 and 4? 
· Early enough so students are  still in the getting credit mode

· Early enough so projects / loose ends can be tied up over the rest of the year

· Team taught  

· Math / art /  social studies / elective options

· 3B – right after lunch
