Theoretical Probability

Definition: the measure of the likelihood that an event will occur; the ratio of favorable outcomes to the number of possible outcomes.
Context: By creating a sample space, I will be able to theoretically predict what all of my outcomes would be.
Experimental Probability

Definition: the ratio of the number of times an event occurs to the number of trials.
Context: By actually rolling the dice numerous times I was able to develop an Experimental Probability of my outcomes.

Simulating

Definition: to create a representation or model of.
Context: To develop a better game I began simulating situations to observe what their outcomes would be.
