



College Readiness Math Test (CRMT) 

Pilot Testing Options for Community and Technical Colleges

2008-2009 Academic Year

The Transition Math Project, in conjunction with the Academic Placement Testing Program (APTP) managed by the University of Washington Office of Education Assessment (OEA), will be gathering student data on the new General Math Placement Test (MPT-G) during 2008-2009.  We would appreciate college support in helping recruit math faculty volunteers who would be willing to have one or more of their classes participate in this process some time during this academic year. What?

· Students will take the MPT-G in a proctored testing center or classroom.  Although the testing time is 60 minutes, a total of approximately 75 minutes will be required to allow time to check-in students, and to hand out and collect materials.  
· A local test administrator will coordinate testing dates and proctoring, and will be responsible for managing all testing materials.
· Student test scores will be reported back to the college within two weeks.

· Course instructors will provide subsequent course grades to OEA to allow correlation of grades and test scores.
Who?

Students enrolled in intermediate algebra classes or any first college-level math through pre-calculus

When?

· For intermediate algebra classes, late in fall 2008 or winter 2009 quarters.
· For college-level math classes, early in winter 2009 or spring 2009 quarters.
Cost?

No fees for this 2008-09 pilot testing process

Why?

The 2007 state legislature mandated that a College Readiness Mathematics Test (CRMT) be developed by September 2008, to be implemented by all two-year schools with a common college readiness cutoff score by September 2009.
  The MPT-G was created to meet these requirements, and the official college-readiness cut score will be set by relating student test scores and subsequent course grades.  By participating in the pilot, the institution will get advance information about how they might expect their students to perform on the test.
