Community and Technical College System Working Agreement 

on the Use of the College Readiness Math Test 

(endorsed by Instruction Commission spring 2008) 
1. Beginning in the 2009-2010 academic year, the new College Readiness Math Test would be available to high school juniors and seniors through the current math placement testing system managed for the baccalaureate institutions by the University of Washington Office of Educational Assessment (OEA). Community and technical colleges would allow students who score at the CRMT “college readiness” cut score or higher to place into a specific set of first college-level math courses. Students who meet this cut score as juniors would need to take senior math with a grade of C or better to qualify for this placement. 
2. The current math placement testing for community and technical colleges will continue to be available for all students who 
a. don’t take the CRMT; 
b. take the CRMT but don’t meet the “college readiness” cut score; or 
c. take the CRMT and meet the cut score but want to take a math course not included in the defined set of first college-level math courses.
3. The system work group will continue working in 2008-09 to gather information and determine the feasibility and implications of taking a collective system approach to a math placement testing that would be aligned to the College Readiness Standards and be web- or computer-based and owned/managed by the system. The group will report recommendations to the system by June 2009.
