 Session Guidelines
During Monday evening’s after-dinner session, we are asking RPM Project Teams to showcase their work to-date, as well as plans for 2010-11, and raise critical questions about the work as an invitation to explore with colleagues at the Institute. Project staff will be on hand to summarize your exhibit for posting to the RPM wiki page following the Institute. This summary, along with your team’s other work, insights, and resources on the wiki, will lay the groundwork for an e-portfolio we’ll be asking teams to build over time (specifics on e-portfolios coming soon). Some guiding suggestions:
· We intend for this time to be informal and we ask you to feel free to be as creative as you’d like, while making the effort to be both descriptive and analytical about major themes, key products/lessons learned and potential concerns, major strengths of the work to date, significant challenges faced, …really anything that your team collectively thinks conveys the essence of key highlights and messages about your project activities so far and your plans for the next two years, presented in a way that helps other teams see what areas of mutual interest might be worth exploring both during the Institute and through the wiki during the coming year. 
· Feel free to bring any textbooks, media, PowerPoint presentations or any other exhibits to share. One additional idea: please consider using the Vision Exercise Worksheet completed at the 2010 Spring Workshop as a jumping-off point. There will be an ample number power strips for you to set up computers to show classroom videos, podcast testimonials, etc.

· To assist you in any design and completion work that you still have undone for your project presentation for Monday, we will provide a limited collection of art supplies and a large tri-fold poster board for each team. You will find them on one of the tables at the front of Woodpecker (the primary meeting room). Please note: the overuse of color, media and/or graphic images can detract from a presentation’s overall effect because it emphasizes style over substance. We’re looking for teams to strike a balance.
