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Standard 0: General attributes or characteristics students need in order to be successful in college-level math courses:

0.1 Take personal responsibility for learning

· Examine and self-correct their own work

· Reflect on the techniques used to do the problem and on their presentation

· Take responsibility for consequences of choices/actions 

· Accurately assess and monitor strengths and weaknesses

· Work independently
· Attend class regularly
· Utilize tutoring services and faculty office hours

0.2 Persevere when faced with time-consuming or complex tasks

· Do multi-step complex problems

· Use multiple approaches to solve a problem

· Are willing to try a second path when the first path doesn’t work out

· Combine a variety of techniques to solve problems

0.3 Notice and attend to details

· Notice and retain symbols in mathematical work

· Notice patterns

0.4 Display intellectual curiosity

· Pose questions that reveal engagement with the material

· Investigate beyond questions posed

· Willing to take risks, be challenged

0.5 Contribute to and benefit from group problem-solving activities

· Are respectful of others

· Are cooperative

· Builds on others’ ideas
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
